When the Crown Is Removed

Last Sunday night Steve Harvey hosted the Miss Universe pageant
in Las Vegas. When the time came to crown the winner, Harvey
looked down at his cue card, and announced Miss Colombia,
Adriana Gutierrez Areval, as Miss Universe. Harvey also
announced that Miss Philippines, Pia Alonzo Wurtzbach, was the
first-runner up. After a few moments, Harvey announced that he
had misread the cue card, and that Wurtzbach was the actual Miss
Universe. Paula Vega, the 2014 Miss Universe, proceeded to
remove the crown from Areval's head and place it upon
Wurtzbach's head. Steve Harvey went on to apologize and say, "I
feel horrible for this young woman."
The New Testament promises crowns to God's people at the
judgment day (2 Tim. 4:8). This crown is described as follows: "a
crown that will last forever” (1 Cor. 9:25; all Scripture references
are from the NIV); "the crown of righteousness” (2 Tim. 4:8); "the
crown of life" (Jam. 1:12; cf. Rev. 2:10); and "the crown of glory
that will never fade away" (1 Pet. 5:4).

These crowns are conditional. Not all people who are baptized into
Christ will receive them. In order to receive the crown, one must:
run the Christian race in a disciplined fashion (1 Cor. 9:24-27);
long for Jesus' second coming (2 Tim. 4:8); persevere under trial
(Jam. 1:2-12); be a faithful steward of the gifts and tasks that the
Lord has assigned to you (1 Pet. 5:1-4; cf. 4:10-11); and, be willing
to die for Jesus if called upon to do so (Rev. 2:10).

Jesus warned the church in Philadelphia that their crown could be
stolen by evil people. He said, "I am coming soon. Hold on to
what you have, so that no one will take your crown"” (Rev. 3:11).
The church was being persecuted by the Roman government for
not participating in the worship of the Roman Emperor. The
Philadelphian Christians would have allowed the Romans to steal
their crown if they had succumbed to the pressure and would have
worshipped the Emperor.

Satan wants to steal our crowns. We need to always be on guard
that we don't allow the crowns to be removed from our heads as
Vega removed the crown from Areval's head last Sunday night.
Rest assured that Satan will issue no apologies.
