WARNING 
 

     On Saturday, January 13, the following 
message went out statewide in Hawaii:  
"Emergency Alert:  BALLISTIC MISSILE 
THREAT INBOUND TO HAWAII. SEEK 
IMMEDIATE SHELTER. THIS IS NOT A 

DRILL." 
     Thirty-eight minutes later it was made known 

that there was no nuclear threat, but that 
someone had punched a wrong button. 

     Later that day, Governor David Ige tweeted, 
"Today is a day most of us will never forget. A 

terrifying day when our worst nightmares 
appeared to become a reality. A day where we 
frantically grabbed what we could, tried to figure 

out how and where to shelter and protect 
ourselves and our ohana, said our 'I love yous,' 

and prayed for peace. I know firsthand how 
today's false notification affected all of us here 

in Hawaii, and I am sorry for the pain and 
confusion it caused. I, too, am extremely upset 

about this and am doing everything I can to 
immediately improve our emergency 

management systems." 
     Who knows whether or not our nation will 

ever come under nuclear attack. However, we 
do know from Scripture that Jesus will return 

with salvation for his people and with wrath for 
those who haven't obeyed the gospel. We've 

already received warning about this. No future 
alerts will be given. 

     "Now, brothers and sisters, about times and 
dates we do not need to write to you, for you 
know very well that the day of the Lord will 

come like a thief in the night. While people are 
saying, 'Peace and safety,' destruction will 

come on them suddenly, as labor pains on a 
pregnant woman, and they will not escape. But 

you, brothers and sisters, are not in darkness so 
that this day should surprise you like a 

thief...For God did not appoint us to suffer wrath 
but to received salvation through our Lord
