                     WORN-OUT SHOES 
 
 
      Golden Goose, a high-end Italian clothing 
manufacturer, has recently begun to sell a shoe which 
it calls "Superstar." However, one look at the 
"Superstar" causes one to wonder if there has been 
some mix-up, especially in light of its $530 price tag. 
Nordstrom gives the following description of the 
"Superstar" on its website:  "Crumply, hold-it-all 
together tape details a distressed leather sneaker in a 
retro low profile with a signature sidewall star and a 
grungy rubber cupsole." 
      Some have criticized the clothing company for 
selling new shoes that are manufactured to look beat-
up and worn-out. They contend that Golden Goose 
seems to be mocking poverty. 
      Golden Goose has said in its defense, "The 
company...is actually proud to highlight its pioneering 
role in the booming of the distressed look, one of the 
current biggest trends in fashion." 
      Actually, Golden Goose didn't pioneer "the 
distressed look." When Joshua led Israel to conquer 
Canaan in about 1400 B.C., the Gibeonites made their 
sandals to appear "worn and patched" so that the 
Israelites would think that they had "come from a 
distant country" (Josh. 9:5-6 NIV). You see, God had 
commanded Israel to destroy all who lived in Canaan 
and to make no treaties with them (Deut. 20:16-18). 
      However, distressed looking shoes weren't 
fashionable in Israel during the 40-year Wilderness 
Wandering. God said to them through Moses, 
"Remember how the Lord your God led you all the way 
in the wilderness these forty years...Your clothes did 
not wear out and your feet did not swell during these 
forty years" (Deut. 8:2, 4 NIV). Further, he said, 
"During the forty years that I led you through the 
wilderness, your clothes did not wear out, nor did the 
sandals on your feet" (29:5 NIV). Constant walking in a 
pair of sandals should result in their becoming totally 
destroyed, and one consequently walking with bare 
feet (cf. Jer. 2:25). However, God's care for Israel 
resulted in everyone having constantly-used, forty-
year-old sandals which looked new. Their new-looking 
sandals spoke of God's love, care, faithfulness and 
power. 
      God will provide for the needs of his people! "And 
my God will meet all your needs according to the 
riches of his glory in Christ Jesus" (Phil. 4:19 NIV).
