THE OLDEST PERSON EVER?

According to the Guinness Book of World
Records, the oldest person ever to live was Jeanne
Calment of Arles, France, who died in 1997. She is
reported to have been 122 years and 164 days at the
time of her death.

There is now some question about Ms.
Calment's age. Researchers Nicolai Zak and Valeri
Novoselov have uncovered an ID card issued to
Jeanne Calment in 1930 that lists a different hair
color and height than what she is believed to have
had later in life. Zak and Novoselov believe that Ms.
Calment's daughter, Yvonne, may have assumed her
mother's identity at her death in 1934 to avoid paying
inheritance taxes. They think that Yvonne then lived
the rest of her life under her mother's identity. If this is
true, then the woman who claimed to be Jeanne
Calment and who reportedly died at 122 years of age
in 1997 was actually 23 years younger, or 99 years
old, at her death.

For Bible believers, the record of the oldest
living person remains undisturbed by this controversy
regarding the identity of Jeanne Calment. We know
that the oldest living person was Methuselah who
died at age 969 (Gen. 5:25-27). What we should take
away from these records is not astonishment about
how long they lived. Rather we should take note that
however long they lived, they all died.

The aged Joshua described his immanent
death with these words, "Now | am about to go the
way of all the earth” (Josh. 23:14 NIV). Moses said of
Korah and his followers, "If these men die a natural
death and suffer the fate of all mankind..." (Num.
16:29 NIV). Paul wrote, "For as in Adam all die..." (1
Cor. 15:21 NIV).

Moses spoke of averages in Psalm 90 when
he wrote of the human life-expectancy and his
corresponding prayer. "Our days may come to
seventy years, or eighty, if our strength endures; yet
the best of them are but trouble and sorrow, for they
quickly pass, and we fly away...Teach us to number
our days, that we may gain a heart of wisdom" (vv.
10, 12 NIV).

May we all number our days and live wisely,
remembering that "...people are destined to die once,
and after that to face judgment” (Heb. 9:27 NIV).
