                    THE TRUSTWORTHY GOSPELS 

   

    As Easter quickly approaches, we should expect for the news 

headlines to advertise the discovery of some "lost" Christian 

gospel. They do this nearly every year. This gospel will probably 

have something to do with Jesus being married to Mary Magdalene 

or some other disturbing claim.  It is often asserted that the ruling 

powers in the early church determined the books that would make 

up the New Testament canon according to their own self-serving 

agenda and covered up genuine books that offered a contrary 

viewpoint.  Is there any merit to this claim?   

     Actually, long before there was any centralized power in the 

Christian community (that is, before the time of Emperor 

Constantine in the early fourth century), Matthew, Mark, Luke and 

John were already recognized by the church as THE books 

communicating the life of Jesus, and they were circulating as a 

unit.  For example, Irenaeus in France wrote in about AD 180, "It is 

not possible for the Gospels to be more in number than they are nor 

again to be fewer.  Since there are four regions of the world in 

which we live, and four universal winds (and the church is 

scattered over all the earth), and the gospel is the 'pillar and 

support' of the church and the spirit of life, it is fitting for the 

church to have four pillars, blowing out everywhere immortality 

and revivifying human beings.  From these things it is evident that 

the Word, the Maker of the universe, who is seated on the cherubim 

and holds all things together, after he was revealed to human 

beings, gave to us the fourfold Gospel held together by one Spirit" 

(Against Heresies 4.11.8). While one may question Irenaeus's style 

of reasoning, the force of his testimony is powerful: About 130 

years before Constantine, Irenaus viewed the fixity of four Gospels, 

no more and no less, as beyond questioning. 

     These "lost" gospels were well-known in the early church.  

Eusebius wrote in about AD 325, "Writings published by heretics 

under the names of the apostles, such as the Gospels of Peter, 

Thomas, Matthias, and others, or the Acts of Andrew, John, and 

other apostles have never been cited by any in the succession of 

church writers.  The type of phraseology used contrasts with 

apostolic style, and the opinions and thrusts of their contents are so 

dissonant from true orthodoxy that they show themselves to be 

forgeries of heretics.  Accordingly, they ought not be reckoned 

even among the spurious books but discarded as impious and 

absurd" (Ecclesiastical History 3.25). 

     Some claim that the text of our Gospels has been corrupted and 

so they are unreliable.  For instance, The Book of Mormon says, 

"That great and abominable church...have taken away from the 

gospel of the Lamb many parts which are plain and most precious; 

and also many covenants of the Lord have they taken away" (1 

Nephi 13:26).  The problem with this claim is that there is no 

evidence for it.  There are only two major passages included in our 

Gospels which are in question as to whether or not they were a 

part of the original (Mark 16:9-20 and John 7:53-8:11).  There are 

no major passages not included in our Gospels which any reputable 

authority claims should be there. 

     We have strong reason to trust the four Gospels as we have 

them!
